Meeting 19 October2017

Rural Broadband

Rural Broadband was reported on by Mafiobinson

in a personal capacity and not in his role as a parish
councllor. Truespeed now has enough numbers in
Dunkerton Village, Inglesbatch and Nailwell to proceg
with offering the service. To offer a service to Tunley
village catchment area Truesgad need to know there is
sufficient demand i.e. 30% of residents. To encourag
take up Truespeed held an event promoting their
offering at the TRC recently.

Tunley-Overdale Footpath.

All of the traffic signs designated on B&NES Design
Departmentrawings for this scheme have now been
installed, with the exception of one eastbound sign,
prior to the Gtriction@dvisilge s t
drivers of single file traffic & new road layouhead.
The additional sighage fomstbound drivers warngnof
the new width restriction hadso been installed. The
one serious aspect still outstanding is the permanent
removal of the incorrectly applied giveay road
markings for eastbound traffic, prior to the new width
restriction. We have requested a repéahe temporary
blacking out whilst awaiting implementation of a
permanent solution.

Project plan The project plan is currently under
construction, but is being delayed due to the following
sections

Planning- It has come to our attention that by replacing
the structure it will inhibit the simple process of
applying for change ofse. Instead a full planning
application will be required. In addition, if change of
use is applied for before the building is replaced this
would negate this need. Further research and
communication with BANES is currently ongoing.

Also mixed use is beinigvestigated but this hinges on
the response from the cricket team.

Septic Tank The pavilion uses a Septic Tank, and with
the impending legislative change (2020) to how these
utilities function, could require being replaced. This
would be of great expese to the parish (approx 10k).
We are exploring this impact, and the potential to
include this cost within the project.

Cricket Team Communication with the cricket team is
ongoing. We have furnished them with as much
background as possible. They arédimy a full

committee meeting on 21st October to discuss the ideas

and form a response and any requirements. We have

also asked the cricket team to provide us with the dates

of their fixtures and training schedules (this is crucial to
calculating the timavailable to other activities on the
site)

Building Design- A parishioner, who is an architect, is
completing drawings for the new building. These
drawings can then be sent to the building companies,
for them to produce an estimate to the build costs an
time scales involved. The drawings should be
completed by the 20th, with any amendments required
by the cricket team completed within a week of
receiving them.

The balance of funds as at 19 October is £21,007.71.
Excluding CIL reserves balance is £15,140.71

Defibrillators

The costs of buying and maintaining 2 defibrillators,
and running supplementary first aid (CPR) courses
were reviewed and discussedt was agreed that due to
the lack of support in response to the consultation the
parish council would not progss this any further as
there was not a strong enough case to warrant the
expenditure.
